1. Force Majeure.  A party shall not be liable, including any penalty or monetary damages, for any failure of, or delay in the performance of, this Agreement for the period that such failure or delay is beyond the reasonable control of a party, materially affects the performance of any of its obligations under this Agreement, and could not reasonably have been foreseen or provided against due to acts of God, including severe acts of nature or weather including flood, fires, earthquakes, hurricanes or tornadoes, war, acts of terrorism, contagion, epidemics or pandemics, acts of governmental authorities such as expropriation, condemnation, and changes in laws and regulations, a State or Federal disaster or state of emergency declaration, or strikes and labor disputes, but in no event will the foregoing force majeure events excuse a Resident’s prompt payment of any monetary obligation to Management, including, without limitation, the Resident’s prompt payment of monthly rental and other fees, including but not limited to meal charges?
2. Management may institute new policies, procedures or rules that are effective immediately upon written notice to Resident that, in Management’s sole and exclusive judgment, are necessary or appropriate to manage and protect the health and safety of residents and staff or that are mandated or recommended by State or Federal order, rule, policy, procedure, guidance or other directive, during or in anticipation of any force majeure event as defined in Section 1. 

3. Upon written notice,  Resident, their guests & visitors hereby agree to follow all new policies, procedures and rules instituted by Management and all rules, procedures, laws and regulations declared by Federal, State and Local governments or authorities, including local Health Departments and Centers for Disease Control (CDC) due to Federal disaster declaration, State or local emergency declaration, and/or national or State pandemic declaration, including but not limited to: 
a. temporary orders issued via Executive Orders by any Federal, State and/or Local government or authority; and
Acknowledged and agreed to this __ day of ________, 202_:
